On behalf of Premier McNeil, | am responding to your letter of September 19, 2019, regarding the future
of Northern Pulp and the closing of Boat Harbour.

Protecting the environment is my first priority. Northern Pulp registered the Effluent Treatment Facility
Project for Class | Environmental Assessment (EA) on February 7, 2019, as required under the EA
Regulations. On March 29, 2019, Margaret Miller, Minister of Environment at the time, released
a decision concerning this review. The Minister determined that the registration information was
insufficient to make a decision on the project, and that a focus report was required.

EAisa planningtoolusedto promote sustainable development by evaluating the potential environmental
effects of major developments before they proceed. Through the EA process a careful review is conducted
of all the information provided, including public comments, input from the Mi’kmagq, science, and expert
government review to determine potential environmental impacts related to the proposed project.

On October 2, 2019, Nova Scotia Environment received the Focus Report for the Replacement Effluent
